Election of Parent Governor
The Board of Governors of Strathearn School is made up of 19 members: eight foundation members; six members nominated by the Department of Education; the Principal; two parent governors and two teacher governors.  The term of office of the current parent governors will end in June 2009.

I would be grateful if you would consider nominating suitable candidates for the parent governor posts so that an election may take place within the next number of weeks.  The work of the Board is both demanding and rewarding and it involves every aspect of school life.  The full board of Governors meets monthly, except during school holiday periods.  In addition, each member of the Board will usually be appointed to two sub-committees which meet on a regular basis and as needs determine.

Those nominated must be parents of children attending Strathearn School (including the Preparatory Department) at the time of their election and have signified their willingness to serve.  The members elected will hold office for four years.

The relevant legislation defines the term “parent” as including a guardian and every person who has actual custody of the pupil.  

If you wish to nominate a candidate, please fill in the enclosed form and return it to Mrs A White, Personal Assistant to the Principal, at the school office by Friday 12 June 2009.

If more than two nominations are received by the above date, elections will be held in June.  Further details of this will be forwarded at a later date, if necessary.
